Once again, Spring Break is 
upon us and who isn't ready 
for a break?  But whether you 
plan to stay on campus, visit 
the folks, or head south to the 
beaches, there are some safety 
tips to keep in mind: 

CONTROL YOUR DRINKING. 
According to a University of Wisconsin study, 75 percent of 
college males and 43.6 percent of college females reported 
being drunk on a daily basis during spring break.  Nearly half 
of the males and more than 40 percent of females also report-
ed being drunk to the point of vomiting or passing out at least 
once during the break.  Yet, every year students from campus-
es throughout the country are raped after drinking to the point 
of not being able to protect themselves.  And anybody, male 
or female, can be robbed or physically assaulted after exces-
sive drinking. 

Remember, you can have fun at spring break without exces-
sive drinking.

Do not drink too much;

A parade kicked off the event where partici-
pants from various student organizations and residence 
life showed off their spirit with decorated floats and 
cars.

Know your limit; and

NEVER DRIVE under the influence. 

NEVER DRIVE IF YOU FEEL DRUNK, TIPSY, OR 
BUZZED.  If you are drunk, tipsy, or buzzed, you cannot 
judge for yourself whether you are able to drive.  And 
getting behind the wheel while intoxicated is dangerous 
and illegal.  

Remember, there is no way to sober up quickly after 
getting drunk.  Coffee will make you a less 
sleepy drunk; pills will make you a vitamized 
drunk; water will make you a less-dehydrat-
ed drunk.  The only thing that can sober you 
up is time.  If you're drunk, don't drive. If 
you must get into a vehicle after consuming 
alcohol, no matter how little, be sure to have 
a designated driver or use public transpor-
tation. 

WATCH OUT FOR ALCOHOL POISONING. 
Alcohol poisoning is dangerous and not a laughing mat-
ter.  Here are a few critical signs of alcohol poisoning:

Mental confusion or stupor, coma, or person who cannot 
be roused

Vomiting

Seizures

Slow breathing (fewer than eight breaths per minute)

Irregular breathing (10 seconds or more between 
breaths)

Hypothermia (low body temperature), bluish skin color, pale-
ness 

If an intoxicated person passes out they can choke on their 
vomit.  Turn them on their side to prevent them from choking 
and if their level of consciousness is too low to get a response, 
call 911.  Furthermore, if an intoxicated person shows any 
signs of alcohol poisoning, call 911. 

SAFE TRAVEL.  If you plan to travel for spring break, keep the 
following safety tips in mind:

Be sure your car is safe for travel;

Obey traffic laws;

Do not pick up hitch hikers;

Keep your doors locked;

Watch for drunk drivers;

Pull over or switch drivers when you are 
tired;

Be careful of bad weather conditions; and

ALWAYS WEAR YOUR SAFETY BELT. 

A safety belt could be the deciding factor between life and 
death in a car accident.  40,000 people die in car accidents 
every year and safety belts can prevent death in about half 
of these accidents.  Safety belts reduce the likelihood of fatal 
injury in front-seat passengers by 45 percent and reduce the 
chances of moderate to critical injury by 50 percent.   

So during this spring break, drink and drive responsibly, have a 
wonderful time away from studies, and COME BACK ALIVE!
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
